Control Demolition toppled a large
smokestack and a water tower to help make way for the construc-
tion of the Lincoln Equities logistics center.  It is expected to pro-
vide about 2,700 jobs at full build-out.
During 2018, preparations continued for the arrival of ferry serv-

ice to New York from the former Military Ocean Terminal. The
City Council voted to designate SeaStreak as the operator of the
ferry service.  Right now, the City of Bayonne is negotiating details
with the company.
In 2018, we completed the first phase of renovations at Mayor

Dennis P. Collins Park on First Street. There will be more renova-

tions there and at other parks throughout Bay-
onne.
Looking ahead to 2019, the City of Bayonne

will be celebrating its 150th anniversary.
Throughout the year, various events will have
a Bayonne 150 theme.  On March 9, we will
hold a ceremony at the library to commemorate
the passage of the state law that transformed
Bayonne Township into the City of Bayonne
in 1869. 
During 2019, we will be collecting items to be considered for

the Bayonne 150 time capsule.  Any organizations or individuals
who would like to submit an item for consideration should drop it
off at the circulation desk at the Bayonne Free Public Library.
There will be an event in April to welcome new portraits of former
mayors and council presidents to the Council Chambers.  A food
truck festival will celebrate Bayonne 150 in May. Other Bayonne
150 events will be announced.
During 2019, we expect the completion of various residential

and commercial buildings. We also foresee more construction get-
ting underway, notably at the former Military Ocean Terminal.

termine their origin and meaning, the Dis-
covery’s science specialist Michael
Burnham (cast returnee Sonequa Martin-
Green) is forced to face her past with the
return of her estranged brother Spock
(Ethan Peck, “10 Things I Hate About
You”).
“Pike automatically believes that there is

a purpose behind them,” Mount says of the
