Of course, if none of the above intrigue your palate, both the Food Network and Cooking Channel (www.cookingchanneltv.com) websites offer up
a library’s worth of food knowledge, from recipes and cooking how-to’s to drink and wine selection, all in the interest of making what seems difficult
simple.
